Sheffield pub crawl by bus (not the usual suspects)





An extended circuit of eight, nine or ten pubs away from the centre of Sheffield and the “Valley of Beer” regulars, reached by bus and a small amount of walking. All pubs are free houses with a variety of real ales and ciders always available. All buses (except the 31 – see below) are frequent.


You will need to purchase a Sheffield CityWide all day bus and tram ticket for £4.90 (see http://www.travelsouthyorkshire.com/viewticket.aspx?id=1600 – available from bus drivers on First, Stagecoach or TM Travel, or on the tram). Or, if you're coming into town, a South Yorkshire DayTripper (£6.00), which is valid on trains after 9:30 weekdays or all day at weekends (see http://www.travelsouthyorkshire.com/SouthYorkshireDayTripper/ ).





1 The Carlton, Attercliffe Road





Bus 52 from Arundel Gate or Waingate, alighting at Staniforth Road bottom. 





2 The Sheaf View, Gleadless Road and/or White Lion, Chesterfield Road





Return by bus 52, alighting at Waingate. Bus 53 from  Waingate, alighting at Well Road for the White Lion. Walk back towards the railway bridge and turn uphill for the Sheaf View .





3 The Ale House, Fraser Road





Walk to Abbeydale Road (via  Broadfield Road and Chippinghouse Road – about 10 minutes). Bus 87 to Archer Road, alighting at junction with Hutcliffe Wood Road. Walk along Archer Road and up Fraser Road (about 10 minutes' walk).





4 The Broadfield Ale House





Bus 87 from  Archer Road, junction with Hutcliffe Wood Road, alighting on Abbeydale Road (near Sheldon Road/Broadfield Road traffic lights).





5 The Fox & Duck and/or The York, Broomhill





Any bus from Sheldon Road into Sheffield, alighting at Arundel Gate. Bus 51 or 120 (from High Street) to Broomhill.





6 The Rising Sun, Fulwood Road





Bus 120 towards Fulwood, alighting at Tom Lane. 





7 The Blake Hotel, Blake Street





Bus 120 into Sheffield centre, alighting at Arundel Gate. Bus 95 from High Street, alighting at Fulton Road and walking downhill for about five minutes. Alternative bus 31 (20 minutes past each hour from Snig Hill) is infrequent but the bus stop (Harold Street) is nearer to the pub. Or avoid the city centre by getting off the 120 at the University: walk up Clarkson Street, through Weston Park and catch the 95 on Bolsover Street, opposite the Star & Garter.





8 The Shakespeare, Gibraltar Street





Bus 31 from the other side of Ruskin Park (Harold Street – hourly, on the half-hour) to Hillsborough Interchange for bus 14 (last one is at 20:21) towards Sheffield centre, alighting in Gibraltar Street.  Or take a 31 city-bound (hourly, on the hour) and alight at West Bar. On leaving Shakespeares, walk into town past the law courts (about 12 minutes' walk) for a final bus, tram or train home.
